Media created by the artist in Photography. No digitally altered or graphic art will be 

accepted at this show.  
 

Art must have been completed within the last two (2) years.  Works, that have received an 

award higher than honorable mention, are not eligible. All work must be original, not a 

copy of another artist’s work or from a magazine, book or photograph not originally taken 

by the artist. Art must be totally the creation of the artist without assistance from another 

artist or instructor.  

Be prepared to show negatives or digital files if requested.  

 

Works must be thoroughly dry and suitably framed or gallery wrapped with staple free 

edges that are not white. They must have a wire in the back for hanging that does not come 

higher than 3 inches from the top of the painting. Works must not exceed 48x48 inches 

including frame.  Framed works larger than  (16X20) must be framed using  

plexi-glass/acrylic, not regular glass.    

 

Paintings sold during the show must remain in the gallery until the end of the show. A 

commission of 30% of all sales will be donated to CCAL to be paid by the artist at the end 

of the show before picking up their payment.  Artist assumes responsibility for paying sales 

tax. 
 

Fees:  League Members, $20 to be entered into this show with up to three 

pieces. $30 if you a non-member, for up to three pieces. 

Bring your art to receiving on Mon. Jan. 2 from noon to 3pm. You will be 

able (at that time) to pick up any of your art that was hung in the December 

show.
